Jonathan Galvas stands amid the 
wood-paneled corridors of Sacred 
Heart Major Seminary in Detroit. Over 
a century of priestly graduates watches 
over him from portraits lining the college 
walls. Despite being in his second year 
of theology, Jonathan continues to be 
amazed by his present surroundings.

“I never imagined thirteen years into 
my career I would one day be study-
ing to be a priest,” admits 40-year-old 
Jonathan, who is a son of Holy Rosary 
parish in Flint.

“Yes, I was born and raised Catholic, 
but during my college years I adopted a 
more ‘minimalist approach’ to my faith. I 
was a business major with big aspirations 
and, as a young professional, my career, 
travels, and experiences took priority.”

Those big aspirations were swiftly 
fulfilled after Jonathan graduated from 
Northwood University in Midland. He 

landed a good job with a big Silicon Val-
ley tech firm. It was a well-paid position 
offering him exciting opportunities to 
live in exciting places: over seven years 
in New York, two years in Dublin, Ireland, 
and three years in Chicago. Jonathan was 
the young man who had everything—but 
felt that something was still missing. 

“Throughout most of my life, I treated 
Jesus as a part-time personal assistant 
and not as my Lord and my God,” recalls 
Jonathan.

“And as a result, I found myself seeking 
material possessions, worldly fulfillment, 
approval from social media—always chas-
ing the next big thing. It was exhausting; 
it was absolutely exhausting. I remember 
waking up one day in 2020 feeling like 
‘this isn't sustainable.’ I knew I had to turn 
back to God with my whole heart.”

His moment of existential fatigue, 
coupled with a yearning for something 

greater, coincided with Divine Mercy 
Sunday during Eastertide six years ago. 
The devotion to Divine Mercy is associat-
ed with the apparitions of Jesus to Polish 
religious sister St. Faustina Kowalska 
(1905–1938).

“I didn't know anything about Divine 
Mercy Sunday. The night before, my un-
cle texted a video explaining the extraor-
dinary graces that would be available. 
Jesus explained to St. Faustina that the 
very depths of his mercy are open and 
he ‘pours out a whole ocean of graces 
upon those souls,’ saying, ‘The soul that 
will go to confession and receive Holy 
Communion shall obtain complete for-
giveness of sins and punishment’ (Diary, 
699)."  Jonathan thought it sounded too 
good to be true, but had nothing to lose 
and everything to gain. He participated 
in the devotion and, as a result, his life 
changed—and changed utterly.

“I encountered God's unconditional love 
and, looking back, a conversion was taking 
place. At first, I was skeptical of God’s 
mercy, but the more I questioned it, the 
more he revealed himself to me for what 
and who he really is: Love itself.” This led 
to a shocking conclusion: The message 
of Divine Mercy proved true. “From that 
moment on, I desired to deepen my under-
standing of our Catholic faith.”

That led Jonathan to reading scripture, 
which led to prayer, which led to Marian 
devotion and a pilgrimage to Medjugorje in 
Bosnia and Herzegovina, which ultimately 
led to hearing God's claim on his life.

“It was on pilgrimage in Medjugorje, 
where I had gone to discern leaving my 
job, that I unexpectedly heard God's call 
to the priesthood. I couldn’t deny the 
call. It was clear and direct.  After the ini-
tial shock wore off, I knew this was God’s 
plan for my life from the beginning.”

“Let There be Bonfires 
and Illuminations…”

I have 
always wondered 

what it would be like to be 
a passenger in a small plane fl ying 

over the United States on the evening of the 
Fourth of July. In my mind’s eye, I imagine it would be 

stunningly beautiful to see all the fi reworks brightening the night 
sky over every city, town and village. This is very much in keeping with 

the vision of celebrations fi lled with “Bonfi res and Illuminations from 
one End of this Continent to the other from this Time forward forever 
more” (sic) imagined by John Adams, as he wrote to his wife, Abigail, 
just two days before the ratifi cation and signing of the Declaration of 

Independence by members of the Continental Congress.

The Declaration of Independence was a list of 
reasons why the 13 original colonies sought to 
break ties with Great Britain. The Declaration 
states that all people have a right to life, liberty, 
and the pursuit of happiness. In ratifying and 
signing the Declaration, the members of the 
Continental Congress knew that they were com-
mitting themselves and a nascent nation to a 
diffi  cult path of struggle in order to win freedom 
from Great Britain. Indeed, the initial struggle 
lasted nearly eight years and came at the cost 
of many lives during what would prove to be a 
multi-faceted war for independence.

This Fourth of July, our nation marks 250 
years since the ratifi cation and signing of 
the Declaration of Independence in Phila-
delphia. The ensuing years have continued 
to see struggles and sacrifi ces to bring 
into clearer view what was fi rst envisioned 
in the Declaration. As Catholics and as 
faith-fi lled citizens, we have a role to play 
in this unfolding reality. Each of us needs 
to be mindful of the freedoms we have and 
the responsibilities that come with them. 
Through 250 years of struggle, we have 
learned that there are many who envy or 
who do not understand the freedoms we 
enjoy. In some cases, we have learned that 
there are those who wish to take that freedom 
from us. We also must always be mindful of the 
sacrifi ce of blood and treasure that has been 
made (and which continues to be made) in order 
to safeguard the freedoms we celebrate on the 
Fourth of July.

As we ask for the love of the Sacred Heart 
of Jesus to be poured upon the people of our 
nation on this two hundred fi ftieth anniversary 
of the Declaration of Independence, let us also 
work and pray for a day when all the peoples of 
the earth will enjoy similar freedom and peace. 
May God bless all of us as we move forward on 
this journey in FAITH.

The rise and rise  
  of Artificial Intelligence

There are 
probably a lot 
of us who are 
bemused and 
fascinated by 
what Artificial 
Intelligence 
can do. It seems 
amazing how 
it can mimic 
human thought 
and generally 
take the pain 
of hard work 
out of the chore 
of thinking. 
Conversely, 
there may also 
be many who 
see the looming 
cloud of human 
redundancy up 
ahead and fear 
for their jobs.

The Turing Test, originally known as “The Imitation 

Game,” was devised by Alan Turing in 1950. The aim of 

the test was to fire questions at a human being and at a 

computer, and for the reader to try to correctly identify from 

their answers which was which. It seems that we’re getting 

rather close to AI successfully passing that test.

I was speaking to my recently widowed, 94-year-old dad not 

so long ago, and he mentioned a YouTube video he had seen 

of Pope Leo XIV in which the pope decides to go walkabout 

in Rome, much to the chagrin of his security detail. In the 

video, the pontiff stops beside a beggar who was sitting on the 

sidewalk, speaks briefly with him in a compassionate exchange, 

then goes on his way followed by his blundering armed minders. 

It was clearly fake footage generated by AI, and my dad told me 

so with barely restrained disgust.

It is now possible to use AI to clone someone’s voice and use 

it to make them say anything you want. In fact, as reported in 

“Vatican News” and “Word on Fire,” in June, the Vatican issued a 

condemnation of a 36-minute video that was released by a YouTube 

account called “Pan African Dreams” showing the pope issuing, in 

part, a tribute and prayer for Captain Ibrahim Traoré, the controversial 

revolutionary leader of the state of Burkina Faso. The “deepfake” 

video is skillfully lip-synced to make it a believable lie.

The muddying of the moral waters by 

calling into question what is true or not, 

is, of course, a threat to the authenticity 

of not only papal pronouncements but any 

statement by anyone. 

Ten years ago, paradoxically, even innovator 

Elon Musk was quoted as saying, “With 

artificial intelligence, we are summoning 

the demon,” and referred to AI as humanity’s 

“biggest existential threat.”

In January of this year, the Vatican issued 

the document Antiqua et Nova, which sounds 

a warning with regard to AI. “As deepfakes cause 

people to question everything and AI-generated 

false content erodes trust in what they see and 

hear, polarization and conflict will only grow. Such 

widespread deception is no trivial matter; it strikes 

at the core of humanity, dismantling the foundational 

trust on which societies are built.” (89)

What is our response to be? Simply trust in God. 

Jesus’ pronouncement, “I am the way, the truth, and 

the life,” is the rock on which we can build our house. He is the truth and if we 

trust in him, he will not abandon us to whatever deepfake lies invade the online 

world. But perhaps now is the time to reassess how much we are tied to our devices, 

our technology, and our newsfeeds.
